calve before 1st July, 2016.



(d)  No cattle to be shown from a stock in which any                         
infectious disease has appeared within 3 months prior to                 the date of the Show.  

(e)  No stock likely to calve on the day of the Show to be 
      exhibited.
(f)  Passports must accompany all cattle.

3 All entries must be prepaid.  Acceptance of entries by the 
Secretary cannot be taken as proof of eligibility.

in the hands of the Secretary or Ringside                Steward prior to the 
commencement of judging.  (b)  For Clear Round Jumping entries are 
taken at the                                        entrance to the Ring on the day of the Show.
